          Training Events Designed to Improve School Culture
For Staff and Students (grades 7-12):

Building School Community! Challenging Students to be Kind, Caring and Connected – This 5-hour training is designed specifically to challenge all students (not limited to leaders) from grades 7-12 and school staff to improve their school climate.  The training is highly relational, engaging, introspective, empowering, positive and fun.  Also, negative norms are challenged and positive norms are promoted.  The goals are to challenge participants to strive to be more kind, caring and encouraging, to improve relationships between everyone in the/school and to help promote a more supportive, caring and connected school climate.  

Although this event can be presented by adults, it is intended to be facilitated by a team of student trainers with an adult advisor.  The training manual is divided into 17 lesson plans designed to be tag-teamed trained.  (1-day Training of Trainers – 7.5 hours)

For Students and Parents (grades 4-6):

Caring Places to Learn!  Connecting Students in the Classroom and to the School – This 5-hour training is designed specifically to challenge all students (grades 4-6) to improve their classroom and school climate.  This event is intended to be facilitated by the classroom teacher and to include at least 5 parents as participants. The training is highly relational, engaging, introspective, empowering, positive and fun.  Also, negative norms are challenged and positive norms are promoted.  The goals are to challenge participants to strive to be more kind, caring and encouraging, to improve relationships between everyone in classroom/school and to help promote a more supportive classroom/school climate.  

Another intended benefit (through teacher training) is to help improve relationships between and among school staff and to raise awareness of the importance of a caring school climate. 

There are 6 follow-up lessons in the training manual that the classroom teacher can use to reinforce the goals of the training throughout the school year.
